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Decision

The Supreme Court issued an Administrative Order instructing that the following information must be made available on the Supreme Court’s website:

1. List of all officers and staff personnel, identifying their offices and position occupied. This list is to be updated at least monthly.
2. The following administrative orders – orders and resolutions – regarding staff:

a. appointments and promotions,

b. contracting,
c. terminations,

d. extraordinary leaves,

e. sanctions,
f. any other order so establishing.

3. The administrative orders of bidding and selection, bidding terms, list of bidders, bid amounts and relevant opinions for the procedures of:
a. public biddings,

b. private biddings,

c. direct acquisitions.
4. The annual budget of the Supreme Court, the monthly budgetary execution reports and accountability reports.
5. Statistics (updated annually) concerning:

a. number of cases filed with the Supreme Court, broken down by type of suit;

b. number of cases decided,
c. majority votes, concurrences, dissents and abstentions by Justice.
6. All other general orders or resolutions involving an expense and those others so establishing.
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
